Chairman’s Report

I would like to start by thanking my fellow Councillors for all their support.  We were delighted to co-opt Tiggy Greenwood and Leon Haynes on to the Council in January 2011, they have been a great asset.  Thanks also to David Crowhurst, County Councillor and Patrick Cooke, District Councillor for their support.  

We were all devastated by the resignation of our Clerk Pat Gubbins at our March meeting and deeply saddened by her death at the end of April after a long battle with Cancer.  I would like to record our grateful thanks to her for or all her hard work over the past four years, she will be greatly missed by us all.  

Public attendance at meetings has remained much the same as previous years with an average number of 4 people coming along to the meetings.

We have received eight Planning Applications of which six have been approved.  The refusal of the Planning Application for the Rivers Arms was rather expected in view of the fact that part of the development included a dwelling to sell on the open market and an 80 covers restaurant.  The application went to Appeal and has subsequently been refused.   Mr Grant is taking stock of the situation before he decides how to proceed!  Meanwhile, the property has been on the market again and is also available to let.  We also invited members of the village to view the plans for the installation of a Wind Turbine at Lyscombe Farm.  The meeting was reasonably well attended.  The application was subsequently refused. 

The Playground Rota is still working well, many thanks to all those who look after the equipment and make sure it’s safe for the children.  A few repairs have been carried out due to some vandalism.  Thanks also to Judy Cooper who keeps the rota going. 

We would like to record our thanks to Tony Kellaway for installing a fourth Grit Bin at The Old Rectory/Meyden Revel.    We have another one to be sited at the bottom of Streetway Lane on the road to Melcombe Bingham.  Thanks also to Tony for cutting the grass on the Village Green.
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
